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ABSTRACT

The ritual funeral of the Tai Yong People Tha Ku village. The rituals and traditions about
dealing with the death of Tai Yong People Ban Tha Ku. The changes that occur within social thus
form the funeral rites Tha Ku changed. This study was conducted at Ban Tha Ku, Mae Tha district
Lamphun province.

The purpose is to study the context of the history, beliefs, traditions and rituals of a funeral
in northern Thailand. To study society and culture as well as the traditions and rituals of the funeral
of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village. To propose ways to conserve and preserve the traditions and
rituals of the funeral of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village. The study use of both the documents and
the field. The data collection by observers, interviewed, and focus group discussion to collect
opinions and suggestions of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village. Set guidelines for the conservation of
heritage and tradition and ritual burial.

The results showed that the funeral rites Tai Yong People Tha Ku village when the former
are simple, not extravagant and the identity. Even social change inside and cause a form of ritual
burial of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village almost changed as funerals of Thai Lanna or native
people. Some activities are the identity of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village. It is a change of values
and identity, traditions and rituals of Tai Yong People Tha Ku village lost. This study proposes
guidelines for the conservation of heritage and tradition and ritual burial as part of a community
with a common format funerals oriented economy, simple and identity of Tai Yong People in the
funeral rites. The people in the community to accept and apply to funeral rites to be aligned.
Importantly, all sectors, Tai Yong People Tha Ku village, school of Ban Tha Ku and Tambon Tha

Pla Duk Municipality collaborated tradition and ritual burial as roles.
