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ABSTRACT

There were two main purposes of this study; 1) to study the situations and problems in making
the individualized education plans for students with special needs in Primary Education at The
Prince Royal’s College, and 2) to construct an implementation handbook for students with special
needs in Primary Education at The Prince Royal’s College. The study procedures were divided into
three processes. The first process was to study the situations and problems in making the
individualized education plans for students with special needs. The samples were seventy nine
people chosen from school executives, class teachers and special education teachers or guidance
teachers in Primary Education at The Prince Royal’s College. The research tool was a questionnaire.
Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used in data analysis. The second process
is to draft the implementation handbook in making individualized education plans. The target
groups were model schools with inclusive education in making individualized education plans for
students with special needs. The research tools were the structured interview forms and the
implementation handbook drafts. Data analysis was done by synthesizing data from the interview to
make an inductive summarize and making the drafts of the implementation handbook. The third
process is to examine the implementation handbook in making individualized education plans. The
research tool was the efficiency examination form of the handbook from five experts. The data was

analyzed by using mean and standard deviation.



The result of the study in constructing the individualized education plans in Primary
Education at The Prince Royal’s College was in moderate level in overall. To consider step by step,
the preparation step was in the highest level while other steps were in moderate level. The problems
found in this study were lack of parents’ participation, parents’ acceptance in students’ disabilities,
experts in screening students and class teachers who understand or have knowledge about the plans.
As a result, the operation was done in some parts. In Grade 4 to 6, there was not a person in charge
of managing the individualized education plans. In addition, there was not a follow up or an
assessment on the individualized education plans continuously. Class teachers were not informed
consecutively and there were no documents in transferring students to a higher level.

The suggestion in making the individualized education plans in Primary Education at The
Prince Royal’s College is that in case parents do not understand or accept students’ disabilities, the
school should arrange the meeting to inform parents or invite parents to discuss with school
executives and teachers. In case there are not any special education teachers in some levels, the
practice is to inform class teachers and teachers in each subject to understand by participating in
training courses. The school is required to set and provide time in making the individualized
education plans during the semester break. Teachers have to create learning evaluation forms every
time when students have tests or decrease the criteria from the group of normal students. Moreover,
a good student transfer process should have complete documents and clear information especially in
transferring students to a higher level.

From the result of examining correctness, appropriateness and possibility of the
implementation handbook in making the individualized education plans, it was found that all

components of the implementation handbook were in the highest level.
