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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study has two following objectives: 1) to study the conditions and
problems of the implementation of the teaching supervision for teachers in Municipality 1 Banklang
School, Lamphun Province and 2) to construct the promotional guidelines of teaching supervision
for teachers. In order to construct the promotional guidelines of teaching supervision for teachers,
the research comprises of the 3 following steps. Step 1 is to study conditions and problems of the
implementation of teaching supervision for teachers, in which the population of this research are 42
teachers of Municipality 1 Banklang School, Lamphun Province and the research tool is a
questionnaire with data analysis using average and standard deviation. Step 2 is to draft a
promotional guideline of teaching supervision for teachers, in which the target group was
specifically selected by organizing a workshop related to teaching supervision, altogether 13
persons, and the research tools used are the workshop and workshops minutes form in order to
analyze the data by using the inductive conclusion method. Step 3 is to examine promotional
guidelines of teaching supervision for teachers, in which the target group was specifically selected
among skilled experts on creating and checking guidelines of teaching supervision for teachers,

totaling 5 persons, and the research tool is to check forms of teaching supervision guidelines for



teachers in order to check it’s possibilities, appropriateness, and usefulness in order to analyze the
data by using average and standard deviation.

The study revealed that the overall conditions of the implementation of teaching
supervision in the school, which comprises 4 aspects including course development, schooling
management, schooling media, and tests, and evaluation was determined as "at high level".
Problems found included the unclearness and the lack of understanding of creating the curriculum
planning, the absence of the course implementation, the absence of serious course evaluation, the
lack of differentiated course schooling design for individual students, the lack of variety of
instructional media, the absence of organized storage method for these instructional media, and
unsystematic school tests and evaluations.

A's for the promotional guideline of teaching supervision for teachers in Municipality 1
Banklang School, Lamphun Province, it is suggested that an explanatory training about course
creation and development with local-based curriculum development and uses should be provided.
In addition, the research knowledge should be shared for the purpose of learning development,
schooling management should be varied and suitably designed for students, a media center or a
person in charge of media storage, distribution and application who an advice on media storage and
maintenance techniques or methods should be provided. Moreover, training on a variety of tests and
evaluation methods, tests from creation techniques, and quality assessment methods for test tools
including test and evaluation technology use should be provided for teachers.

According to the results of checking of possibilities, appropriateness, and usefulness of the
promotional guideline of teaching supervision for teachers in the said school, it was found that the

guideline passed the overall evaluation criteria in every aspect as "most satisfactory".
