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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study concepts and process of the accessible criteria into restorative
justice for the accused juveniles in criminal cases. The concepts used base on the differential
association theory, the control theory, and the labeling theory. The governing ideology of the
implementation of law on this restorative justice is also special perspective on criminal case for the
accused juveniles to correct the offenders. However, the juveniles who are accused in the criminal
cases still face a lot of obstacles to access to the restorative justice, both from the provisions under
the Juvenile Procedure Act of 2553 and the implementation of law. This study applies the
documentary research and field research as the in-depth interview to the government officials who
conduct the juveniles’ criminal cases. The interviewee comprises from the policemen, the juvenile
officials, the public prosecutors and the judges in the Juvenile Courts. In conclusion, the study
suggests that the broader accessible procedure to the restorative justice would be benefit for the

right of the child in the criminal case and would assist the rehabilitation for the accused juveniles.
The study found that:

1. Under the Juvenille Procedure Act of 2553, the law provides an althernative
approach, for example, a special process on criminal cases for juvenile as Section 86 and 90, to alter
the accused juvenile from general criminal procedure, by using restorative justice. However, the
restorative justice has a very restricted access. Therefore, this study suggests that the restorative

justitce should apply properly case by case, rather than generalized then leads to restriction.



2. In case of the special procedure under Section 86 and 90 would not be applied for
the juvenile to access the restorative justice, this study would suggest the althernative chanel by
Section 132. The section is to consider the special maner that the judge who conduct the case or the
parents of the accused juvenile request, then the court can deliberate the accused juvenile to the

restorative justice procedure.
