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ABSTRACT

This thesis has main objective to explore the regulation, procedure, thought and theory
relating to hearing of electronic evidence in defamation cases according to Computer-Related Crime
Act BE 2550. The thesis also studies on regulations and procedures on hearing of electronic
evidence in case of defamation in Thai legal cases. The thesis compares Thai regulations and

procedures on hearing of electronic evidence to international perspectives.

With regards to the hearing of electronic evidence in case of defamation according to Thai
criminal law, the thesis finds that there are some legal problems on hearing of electronic evidence
which are;

1. Problems on accepting the electronic evidence as a proof of legal case
2. Problems on clarifying the correctness of electronic evidence from internet
providers

3. Problems on the court preponderance toward electronic evidence

From the study, the thesis proposes that there should be a reform on the regulations regarding

to the hearing of electronic evidence in defamation cases by that there are;
1. Establishment of regulatory frameworks for clarifying the correctness of electric
evidence. The persons involve in the hearing of the electronic evidence must prove correctness and

collection methods of the electric evidence.



2. Establishment of regulatory framework for hearing of the electronic evidence
which correlate with Thai evidence law. This is to make a formal standard of hearing of the
electronic evidence.

3. Establishment of court department on computer and electronic system and increase

of judges who have specialized knowledge on computer and electronic evidence system.
