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ABSTRACT

This research on People’s Participation in Sustainable Tourism Development: A Case
Study of Kued Chang Sub-district, Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province had the objectives of
1) assessing the people’s awareness about sustainable tourism in the study area, 2) investigating
the nature of their participation in the development and 3) defining the factors affecting their
participation in sustainable tourism development.

The research population group consisted of 9 people who were community leaders and
local government officials in the study area engaged in sustainable tourism development. There
were also 56 people in the sample group who were conducting tourism businesses or using
resources related to tourism in Kued Chang Sub-district as well as 375 people who live in the
area, the assessment was done by using questionnaires distributed to all the subjects mentioned
above.

The findings reflected that most of the respondents were very well aware of sustainable
tourism development. They gave 93.33 percent answers correctly and the incorrect answers were
at 6.67 percent. As for the participation of the people in various aspects, their participation in
sustainable tourism in Kued Chang Sub-district of Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province was

high. They participated in defining the problems, planning, working, making decisions, following



up on the assessment and receiving benefits from sustainable tourism.

As for factors affecting the people’s participation in sustainable tourism development
in the area, it appeared that personal factors such as sex and profession as well as salary affected
their participation significantly in terms of statistics. Age and level of education did not
significantly affect the participation. Factors concerning the environment in light of the economy,
social and cultural aspects, including physical environment did not appear to have any influence

on thei[r participation in the sustainable tourism development.
