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ABSTRACT

This study was a cross-sectional descriptive study. The study aimed to describe the
sexual behavior, risk factors and protective factors that predicted sexual behavior among high
school students in Tak province. The sample consisted of 204 students studying in an upper
secondary school. The research instrument was a self-administered questionnaire. This study

analyzed using chi—square test, Odds Ratio and Logistic regression analysis.

The results showed that there were 20.1% of students had sex (male with 30.6% and female
with 12.6%). The risk factors related to sexual behaviors of the students were statistically
significant at the .05 level, i.e., gender, academic achievement, alcohol consumption, smoking,
sexual media accessibility, having a lover, and having a close friend who had sexual experience.
When analyzing the detail found that male had more sex than females 3.0 times (OR = 3.055, 95%
CI=1.50 — 6.22); the low level of academic achievement had sex more than high level 2.8 times
(OR = 2.48, 95% CI= 1.23 - 5.00); who alcohol drank had sex were 2.8 times higher than non-
drinkers (OR = 2.806, 95% CI= 1.393 — 5.651); who smoked had more sex than non-smoke 6.5
times (OR = 6.506, 95% CI= 1.948 — 21.730); who received sexual media had more sex than did
not received 2.7 times (OR = 2.698, 95% CI= 0.126 — 0.574); who had lover had more sex than who
had not 6.8 times (OR = 6.808, 95% CI = 3.102 — 14.939); and who had close friend that had sexual

experience had sex more than who had not 3.2 times (OR = 3.185, 95% CI= 1.482 — 6.844).



When analyzing risk factors and protective factors that predicted the sexual behaviors of
high school students by multiple logistic regression found that gender and who had lover were
statistically significant at the .05 level and predicted sexual behaviors was 49.8% (R2 =0498,p <

.005).

These findings has been planned to prevent sexual behaviors for high school students in
both public and private schools for reduce the risk of teenage pregnancy and sexually transmitted

infection further.
