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Abstract

In racing horse, one of the most common causes of lameness is tendinitis.
Overloading and overstretching of tendon from racing are the important causes of
tendon tear and inflammation. Many factors can lead the weakness to the horse tendon
including improper training. In this research, training factors of each racing horse in
Chiangmai were studied, whether they influenced tendinitis in racehorse or not by using
questionaire and examination/for tendinitis. The result showed that the common factor
are age and iilness history. And the training factors that had relationship with tendinitis
are training time in arena ard swimming time. Horse that were trained with less training

time in arena and more swimming time had more risk to be tendinitis.
