An experiment to establish the optimum harvesting time for
two peanut cultivars (Tainan 9 and Lampang) was carried out at
Faculty of Agriculture Chiang Mai University during June to November,
1984, The experimentsl design was a split plot in randomized complete
block with four replications., Main piot trecatments were varieties.,

And 6 harvesting time treatments during between 80 to 130 days after



The results indicated that both cultivars harvested at

.

100 and 110 days after emergence resulted in high number of
matured pods and also high seed yilelds. Low seed yields obtained
from early harvesting was due to high number of immatured pods,
low 100 seed weight as well as low shelling percentage, whereas
late harvesting resulted.in high number of sprouting pods on

mother plant and also low seed yields.
