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Abstract

This reeearch work is on the study of community progress
concerning two tribal villages in Chiang Mai province within the
period of 5 years during which the Hill Areas Education Project (HAE)
was operated by the lNon-Formal Lducation Department, Ministry of
Education. In the light of this study, it is discovered that the
community has been taught by the HAE teachers in improving the standard
of living. As to public health, the community has been provided with
elementary knowledge of nursing, nutrition and hygienic practices, etc.
As regards patterns of living, the commuﬁity has been informed of high
technology especially mechanized agriculture, cross ~ breeding or
flora-fauna selection as well as‘trade with the lowlanders. In terms
of education, the tribal adults have less time for education than
children owing to their occupational responsibilities. They are also
less responsive than the children. That adults are more cooperative is
indicative of the fact th~* "'~ communit*: has well responsed to the
teacherstinitiative either in terms of participation by the village
committees or labour sacrifices in public utilities such as road-building,
well-digging, water supply-making, ect. It is expected that the
community shall be able to help itseslf in village development and the
preparation of education for children with tribal teachers from their
own village, These potential teachers schould replace ths HAE teachers
who should serve as pioneers in new villages. Nowever, cooperation
to be expected from outside organizations is in the form of budget
for tribal teachers. Included are also constructional materials for

public utilities.
