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Abhbsthract

This research work was carried out in order to
study ‘ thé status of Jjob placement of science graduates
from Chiang Mai University during the academic years 1982 -
1 1986. Problems in Jjob finding and the extent to which their
knowledge of their major subjects was being used in their work
were also studied. The results were classified aécording to the
major subject studied. The results showed‘that 71.8% of the

graduates were emplbyed, 21.84 unempldyed, and the remaining 7.0%
furthering their studies at a higher levél. Of those who were
embioyed, most were working in the private sectors with some in
government offices. The major reason for unemployment was that
the students wanted to work in the same field as that in which
they majored . Those who were furthering their studied were doing

so out of a feeling of necessity to increase their knowledge.
