Skills Encountered by +the Northern Region Upper Secondary
English Teachers

Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study teaching circumstances

and problems of using English writing techniques found by bthe upper
¢

secondary school English teachers with different levels of education and
teaching ekperiences, including the reasons for not ﬁsing writing
techniques, and to compare the number of teachers using and not using
writing techniques. The relationship between the use of 18 writing
techniques and teachers' levels of education, and teachers' teaching
experiences was studied as well. The 232 English teachers sampled from the
Northern Educational Region Eight were asked to fill in the questionnaires

developed by the researcher. The data obtained were s8nalyzed by using

frequency, percentage, Chi—-Square, and Contingency Coefficient.

Research findings were as follows : the major problems in using
the 18 writing techniques were found both in teachers and students. Thé
students' problems were the poor knowledge in grammar, limited knowledge of
vocabulary, misspelling, and preferring translation from Thai %o English
respectively. The teachers' problems were lacking of time in correcting

exercises and good examples for students practising writing.
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The main reasons for not using writing techniques were students’
poor background in English, teachers' lack of time in preparing lessons and

also lack of knowledge and understanding in using these techniques.

The difference of bthe number of teachers using and not using
writing techniques was found at the .01 level of statistical significance
for 14 btechnigques, and at .05 for 2 techniques. No difference was found

for the other two techniques.

The relationship between the use of writing techniques and
teachers' teaching experiences was found at the .05 level of statistical
significance for 2 techniques. There was no statistical difference between

the use of writing techniques and teachers' levels of education.
