The cbjectives of this research were to investigate the factors
-éffecting knowledge and mderstanding of‘éairy_cattle health carép the
problems and the needs of the dairy farmers in Chiapgmai-ProvinCQ;

_Prov1nce or 38 5 percent of the total selected by the Simple Random
_Sampllng methodo The data were col]ecte& by interviewing accordlng
to a fecommended questlonalre.and analysed statistically for percentages;
arithmetic héan; F-test and t-test. |

The findings indicated that all the dairy farmers were the‘meﬁbéf
of the ﬁalry Farmer Cooperatmveo while 59 9 percent run dairy farm as a
primary ;ccupatlon w1th the averag number 0% 357 ‘herds of cattle. The
total number of the dalry cattle were: 7,846 inwhich only 55 were oxen
among sampled farmers, 75. 2 percent have run the dalry farm for 1 - 5
‘years, Average malk vield was 20.38 litre per day and average gross-

income in 1988 was 523455,02 baht/farm while the average expenditure

was 24,210,.28 Baht.
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Eoout 67,1 percent of dairy farmers had met the sxtens ion egent,
85.1 had attained the Q@lry cattle training course and mostly cof them

got the agricultural knowledge from the radio.
