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Knowledge, attitude and practice of AIDS

prevention in husbands of pregnant women.

Abstract

Evidence of an increasing trend in HIV infection is not only among high risk persons but
also in members of families throughout the country.

' The purposes of this descriptive research were to study the level of knowledge, attitnde
and practices of AIDS prevention in hunbands of pregnant women. The sampling consisted of
300 husbands of pregnant women at ANC, Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital between
February to April 1995. The instrument used for data collection was a questionaire. The data
were analysed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard divia.tion_and Pearson s product
moment correlation coefficient.

The results of the study revealed that the sample was between 1645 of age, an average
is 28.5 years. The occupation were unskilled labours (56.7%) while the education werc
elementary level (43.3%). The sourcc-;)f knowledge of AIDS accquied mainly from television,
printed materials and radio (59.7%, 15.7% and 9.0%) respectively.

The example showed a moderate level of knowledge and practices of AIDS prevenuon
The example showed their attitudes towards AIDS were positive. There was a positively
significant relationships between knowledge and attitude (r = .37, p < .001). There was no
relationship between knowledge and practice of AIDS prevention. There was a ncgatively

significant relationship between attitude and practice of AIDS prevention (r = .15, p < .01).
