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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore patient's satisfaction toward nursing
activities to relief postoperative pain and compare patient’s satisfaction in different
group of gender, age, education, and past operative experience. Samples were 70
patients undergoing abdominal surgery admitted in male and female surgical ward at
Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai hospital. The research instruments consisied of
demographic data record form and interview form, which adapted from Mayulee
Somramyart's nursing activities to"relief postoperative pain ihterview form. The reliability
of interview form of patient's satisfaction toward nursing activities to relief postoperative
pain was obtained by means of Cronbach's coefficient alpha, and it was 0.90. The data
were analyzed by using frequericy. percentage, mean, standard deviation, {-test, and
one-way ANOVA,

The results of the study revealed that:

1. Patient's satisfaction toward nursing activities to relief postoperative pain

was moderate satisfaction.

2. It was not statistically significant difference between patient’s satisfaction in

different group of gender, age, education, and past operative experience at

the level of .05.
