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Abétract

The collection of plants in Genus Curcuma was conducted. Nine of
them were collected from their native habitat consisting of 2 species from
Nakomn Rajchasima Province, i.e., C. sessilis Gage Gra-Jiew-Tha-Ang)
and Curcuma sp. (Gra-Jiew-Soong-Nern). Four species were from
Chaiyapoom Province, ie., C. dalismatifolia Gagnep (Gra-Jiew-Bua-
Chaiyapoom), C. domestica Valeton (Ka-Min-Chun), Curcuma sp. (Bua-
Chan) and C. parviflora Wall (Thep-Rum-Luk). Three species were
collected from Mae Hongson Province, i.e., C. roscoeana Wall (Gra-Jiew-
Som), Curcuma sp. (Gra-Jiew-Daeng) and C. zedoaria Roscoe (Ka-Min-
O1). One species was also bought from Chatuchak Market i.e. Curcuma
sp. (Bua-Ko-Men). It was found that all the 10 Curcuma species were
different in size, flower shape and tubers.

Six Globba species collected from the private nursery were
identified to be as Globba villosula Gagnep., G. aff. obscura K.Lar,
G. rosea Gagnep., G. candida Gagnep., G. schomburgkii Hk.F. and
G. aff. siamensis (Hemsl.) Hemsl. All of them were different in size, leaf
colour, bract colour and rhizome.

Six Begonia species were also collected from their native habitat in
Chiang Mai and Mae Hongson. All of them had great potential for the
future development.
