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Absiract

The purpose of this research were to study the production of ceremony in the northein
part of Thailand and to study a method for making products : Mak-Soum,Mak-Beng, Ton-Dok,
Ton-Tian and Ton-Phueng using in a traditional merit of Lanna’s ways of life. Documentation
research was used to get information. A purposive sampling method was utilized o get 10 people
who produced the ceremony. Research instruuments used in the study were a structured interview
and a record form for observing religion activities and culture in the community where the sample
lived in. The results of the study were as follows :

From the historical evidence, it was found that there had been produced a handicraft

by ﬁﬂagem in the northern region i the provinces of Chiang Mai, Lamphun, Chiang Rai,
Payao, Nan and Mae Hong Son more than 100 years ago. The elderly people of the village
were produced the offering for using in traditional ceremonies, such as the rituals of becoming
a monk, Songkran Festival and Buddhist Lent Merit. The decoration of the products were made
from local flowers.

Mak-Soum, Mak-Beng, Ton-Dok, Ton-Tian and Ton-Phung, were the products,
using alrlife-extension ceremony, in the activities concerning with life. The products were made
of 1_he banana trees. The structure of products were oval shaped design, decorating with areca nuts,
flowers, candles and the wax flowers. On the top of the the products, a bowl made from banana
leaves was decorated offering such as betal, pop rice, flowers, joss sticks, candles and cigarrettes

were put.



The models of the product and ail of the materials still exist until now. The
products decorated with the Jocal flowers such as the globe amaranth (Ban-mi-rue-roye),
gardesia (Pud-son), ilang-ilang (Kra-dung-nga), temple flower (Lan-tom), rose (Ku-lhab),
champac (Jam-pa), jasmine (Ma-li) and flaming flower (Hang-nok-yoong-thai). For the
ceremony, a special production arrangement were made in the village around the town now.
However, the production of ceremony was not attract young people because the culture and _
belief in spirit perceived by them were diminishing, Young people were interested in new and

up-to-date technology with provided them more convenience.
