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- Abstract

The study of the evaluation of Curriculum for Bachelor Degree in Pre-school
Education, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University was aimed to evaluate the
curriculum by using case study evaluation. 10 senior students, which was half of the
whole, in Pre-school Education were targeted as cases for the study, including 3
stakeholders, namely one kindergarten school administrator, one kindergarten teacher and
one parent. Interviews and workshops were conducted for data collection, Two types of
data, which one of them was students’ reflections on their learning experiences and their
application of knowledge gained through the curriculum, were gathered. The other was
their critical thinking that generalized when curriculum relevant to the educational reform
concept was built, Critical thinking and interrelations of information were used in data
analysis which was then presented in the form of descriptive analysis. The results of the
study were revealed as follows :

1. The outcomes of the evaluation of Curriculum for Bachelor Degree in
Pre-school Education, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University were found that
the curriculum structure was subject-oriented which emphasized academic progress.
Most instructions were content- or theory-oriented experiences. Whereas content-and
skill-oriented experiences or skill-oriented experiences was rarely provided. As a result,
there was not enough opportunity for students to integratedly apply their theoretical
knowledge and practice skills in order to gain learning and communication skills that
could be used for problem-solving and construction of new concept.

2. The Improvement of Curriculum for Bachelor Degree in Pre-school Education,
Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University, in relevant to realistic context needs to

be as following :



1) Critical perspectives needs to be implemented in curriculum planning to -
provide learners authority and freedom for decision-making as well as participation in
authentic learning experiences.

2) Curriculum development system which evaluative in the extent of
operation-and policy-related, needs to be existed. Consequently, the curriculum would be

consistently improved.

3) Opportunities that allow learners and stakeholders to be participated

in the process of curriculum development needs to be provided in democratic way.
