This research study directs to study the quantity, subject areas , and use of
books as well as to find the'relationship between the acquisition and use of books
acquired since the first run of library work till the end of the second semester of
academic year 2000. The study was done in the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine Library,
Chiang Mai University.

The research findings showed that the quantity of the acquisition of foreign
language books was more than Thai books. There was the acquisition of foreign
language and Thai books in the class 600 of the ten main classes of Dewey Decimai
Classification ( included veterinary medicine ) in a large volume and the class 400
'(Relig'ion) in a less volume. As in the class 600, itself, the researcher have found that the
class of dogs books were acquired ( for foreign language books) in a large volume and
the class of hunting, fishing books (for Thai books). The books in processing dairy class
were acquired in a less volume for foreign books and Veterinary Medical Emergencies for
Thai books. Both foreign language and Thai books, the class of religion books was
acquired in a less amount.

The library users used the class of dogs books most for foreign language
books and ruminants in Thai books. The class of religion books were used least.

Finally, it was found from the study of the relationship between the acquisition
and use of books by the correlation coefficient methods that there was a relationship

between the acquisition and use 61‘ foreign language books and Thai books.
