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Abstract
An Evaluation of the Master’s Degree Program in Education (Vocational Education)
Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University

The purpose of this study was to evaluate the Master’s Degree Program in Education
(Vocational Education), Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University in curriculum elements,
implementation and curriculum outcomes by using questionnaires for research methodology.

The population of this research were 12 instructors, 41 postgraduates, 18 students and
34 postgraduates’ heads or supervisors. The data of this study were analyzed through use of
frequency, percentages, means, standard deviations. The findings were as follows:

1. The evaluation of curriculum elements in structure of curriculum and extra learning
for students who have no education subjects backgrounds, all population agreed that curriculum
elements are appropriated.

2. The evaluation of curriculum implementation, instructors indicated the instructional
process was in high level. For postgraduates and students agreed that all subjects in the Vocational
Education Department were in high level.

3. The Evaluation of curriculum outcomes found that most of postgraduates spent 3 years
for graduation. The grade point average (GPA) were between 3.50 —3.74. For the evaluation of
characteristics of postgraduates, the study indicated that all instructors, postgraduates, students and
postgraduates’ heads or supervisors agreed that most of postgraduates’ characteristics expressed
leadership, teaching management, research, evaluation and problem — solving and others were in

high level.
