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Abstract

This research was aimed to study the act of knowledge and the process of constructing
knowledge on learner-centered pedagogy of student teachers majoring in Pre-school Education at
the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University, Eight senior students of 2001 Academic Year
were targeted as the case of the study. In-depth interviews were conducted in gathe;ing data,
which then were analyzed by descriptive analysis method and constructivism was theory-base of
the study. The results of the study revealed that:

1. The act of knowledge on learner-centered pedagogy : It was defined that learners
needed to participate and play major roles in the process of learning in terms of thinking
numerously, decision-making in various issues and situations of learning and conceptuaiizing and
evaluating what they learned including process of the learning. Solutions of their learning and
problems were concluded for continuity of learning and the development of the process of
learning as well.

2. The process of constricting knowledge on learner-centered pedagogy was begun when
its contents were provided in lecture attendance and study of the reading materials. Observations
of professional teaching performances in the real-settings were assigned in some courses and the
assumptions of those experiences were interrelated with the former understanding of the contents
on the pedagogy. The ultimate understanding and meaning of the pedagogy were concluded
when the students having teaching experiences in the real pre-school classrooms. Conflicts and
questions relating to the pedagogy were expressed by the children and encouraged critical

thinking in solving those conflicts and problems.
