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Abstract

Research Title : The Development of a Model for Thai Judgment and Orders of

Supreme Court Datahase Service in the Internet Network

Researcher : Mr. Veerachai Techawachareekul

This research aims at creating the Thai Judgment and Orders of Supreme
Court database and studying a service model of this database via the Internet. The
information was collected from Thai Judgment and Orders of Supreme Court from 1992-
1997. The database was designed and developed using the Microsoft Access for
creating data structure and using ASP for database manipulating: keying in, updating,
boolean searching and result displaying. The database was experimented on Windows
NT server from March 2002 and August 2002 by 4 academic staff and 20 students from
the Department of Political Science, The Faculty of Social Sciences and 6 librarians from
Central Library and faculty libraries, Chiang Mai University. The database consisted of
4,412 records on Thai Judgment and Orders of Supreme Court. The majority of the
searchers were satisfied with this database and recommended that this database should

be updated regularly and public relations on this service should be widely publicized.
