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Abstract

State of Problems and Needs for Guidance of First-Year Students Majoring

in Vocational Education Chiang Mai University

The objectives of this research was to study the state of problems and needs for guidance
of 66 first year standing students majoring in vocational education, enrolled for the second
semester of 2004 academic year. Instrument used in this research were a questionnaire and an
interview form. Data were analyzed through uses of frequency and percentage. The results were
presented in a form of analytical explanation,

The results of this research were as follows:

The students’ problems concerning with learning activities were that the students had
problems with calculation skills because they did not have enough basic skill. Moreover, the next
problems were about the subject content, too much and too hard. For their private and social
aspects were the problems relating to their personal health and their parents’ financial status. -

As for their needs: the students needed services of educational information in a
curriculdm, and financial aids. They also needed information about their future occupations in
terms of labor market and the characteristics of various jobs, Moreover, they needed information
about how (o use their feisure time and how to build human relationship. For their needs for
guidance: they needed counseling in caring for health and making relationship with friends. In
terms of placement guidance, they needed guiding of planning for learning activities and for
future occupation.

From interview form, students problems were found that the majority of students had
problems with taking courses outside the faculty of education, courses registration, and changing
their major. For their personal and social aspects, the had problems about relationship with

friends, financial status, too strict regulations conducted by teachers, and sexual passion issues.



For students’ need for information services: it was found that the students needed
educational information about the curriculum of the courses they enrolled, courses registration,
seeking further education, submitting for educational fund, and current technology using in the
courses. For occupation: the students needed information about labor market and the progress of
the occupation the entered. For personal and social aspects: the students needed to know the
methods of self adjustment to social relationship, using leisure time, building human relationship,
making money plan, and finding a job during school holidays.

For their needs for guidance: they needed counseling in learning activities, courses
registration, finding job, making relationship with friend, and submitting for educational fund.
For the placement: the stadents needed counseling about occupation and further education.

Finally, the students needed school personnel who was expertise in counseling and each
sub-major should have its own counseling room space in order to manage the counseling

effectively.
