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ABSTRACT

The Intercultural Oral Communication Project between Chiang Mai
University and Akita University aimed at developing language learners’ cultural
awareness, intercultural communicative competence as well as their oral language
skills including oral presentation skills through four joint classes via ICT. Fifty
eight English major second year students from Chiang Mai University and thirty
one Japanese students from Akita University who were taking Oral
Communication course in the second semester of the academic year 2004 joined
the project. Activities during the joint classes include group oral presentations and
question and answer sessions. After each joint class students communicated via
e-mail exchanging opinions and feedback. Three sets of questionnaires were used
for students to fill in before and after joining the project. Findings reveal that
students who joined the project found that they have developed intercultural
communicative competence, presentation skills and confidence to communicate
with people from different culture. They also developed more interest in other

cultures and are motivated to improve their language skills.
