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Abstract

Title :Acquisition Analysis of the Faculty of Humanities Library
Chiang Mai University during Fiscal Years 2000-2004

This research was a survey research which aimed to analyze number, quantity, budget
Purchasing source of books of Humanities Library, Chiang Mai University of the fiscal years 2000-
2004. The data collected for this study was the data forms referring to the document on budget
management for teaching materials and text books of the Faculty of Humanities, Chiang Mai
University, the fiscal year 2000-2004, list of Thai and foreign language books also 7,132 ordered
which were brought to be analyzed. Statistics used in the analysis were frequency and per cent.

According to the analysis on purchasing books of Humanities Library of the years 2000-
2004, 291 times of purchasing book were found. The highest rate of purchase was that of the library,
followed by that of the department including Thai, Home and Communities, Philosophy and Religion,
Tourism, French, Japanese, Library Science, History, Chinese, English, Psychology, German and
Mass Communication, respectively. The successful purchase included 7,132 books. The highest
number of purchase was that of 5,856 Thai books. There were 1,276 books in foreign languages. The
library was the section that was able to purchase the books at the highest rate. The following sections
that purchased the books were the departments of Thai, Home and Communities, Chinese, Philosophy
and Religion, History, French, German, Mass Communication, English, Tourism, Library Science
and Psychology, respectively. AS for the budget, the purchasing budget of books was 2,418,587.80
baht. The section that spent the budget was the library, followed by the departments of Thai, German,
French, Chinese, Psychology, Philosophy and Religion, Home and Communities, Library Science,
Japanese, Tourism, History, English and Mass Communication, respectively. There were 88
purchasing source of books of the library, both in Thailand and abroad. The highest rate of purchase
was from Suriwong Book Center, Duang Kamol Publishing House, ChulalongKorn University book

Center, Kino Kuniya and Nipon, respectively
