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Abstract

The reasons for drop-outs and failure to maintain student status of the
undergraduate students at the Faculty of Engineering,

Chiang Mai University

The objectives of this research study are to study various reasons that caused drop-out
among students and failure to maintain their status as well as to compare different situations of
the failure between part-time and full-time students. The purpose of the study is to search
solutions for the failures in order to maintain the status of the stedents. Samples are the students
that had failed to maintain their student status and were able to re-enter the Faculty of
Engineering at Chiang Mai University. The information of the failure to maintain students’ status
was obtained from the database of the department of registration at the Faculty of Engineering of
Chiang Mai University. The information was also based on the announcement of the university.

The study found that most droop-outs were because the students wanted to re-enter the
university to study their favorable majors, On the other hand, the failure to maintain status due to
low GPA. and were, then, able to re-enter to the Faculty of Engineering, CMU, resulted from the
students’ lack of basic knowledge, laziness, dislike their major, participation in too many
activities, and lack of consultants in academic planning. Another factor that led to the failure to
maintain status due to low GPA was the announcement of the university regarding the

transference of credit hours from another institution of higher education. According to statistical

test, it found fhat when comparing the different situations of failure to maintain status between
part-time and full-time students, there were no differences at significant of 0.5.

Regarding to students’ opinions to the Facuity of Engineering and Chiang Mai University
as a whole, the students felt that the management of academy, both in the Faculty and the
university level, was good. They were proud of being CMU students. .On the other hand, they
commented that instructors should improve their teaching documents. The instructors should,

also, be strict on class attendant to encourage students to pay attention in class. In addition, the



university should reconsider the length of time during class breaks, and improve transportation
and traffic systems in the university. Moreover, the library should provide new books and
improve the speed of the internet system.

Therefore, the Faculty of Engineering, CMU, should pay attention to the admission of
students fo its majors, because this is one of the problems that the faculty can deal with. The
faculty should, also, pay more attention to the students with low GPA and assigns more roles to
advisors in order to be available to give the right advice to the students. These factors would help

to decrease the rates of the failure to maintain student status in the faculty.
