Abstract

“Wrought Iron” can be found almost in every fagade nowadays. It is believed that it can be used
as a shield to protect the dwellers from being harm and to secure the household from being
trespassed. It functions to differentiate the safety inside from the unsafe outside where people
tend to believe that is full of dangerous, criminals, and insecurity. However, there are the cases
that when the house catches the fire, “Wrought Iron” has become a net and the house turns into a
vast cage in which dwellers have been kept locked inside. In this sense, “Wrought Iron” can be
seen both as the representation of security and as the representation of insecurity. The question
arises how the individuals find the way to protect themselves. “Wrought Iron” can be regarded as
the product of the culture of fear - meaning everywhere in society is not safe therefore the
protection is vitally needed. The question of what conditions are or how Wrought Iron has
become the representation of security needs to be explored. Do dwellers still believe in the
security given by “Wrought Iron”? And if it is true that “Wrought Iron” is meant to be secured,

why many dwellers choose not to use “Wrought Iron” for their house?

This research is to explore both the physical and social conditions in the area of the Chiang Mai’s
urban city. What are the significant factors producing “Wrought Iron” to be either as the
representation of security and a desirable object or the representation of insecurity and unwanted.
The aim is also to produce the guideline which can be used for the development of Wrought
Iron’s ﬂlarketing. This research found that “Wrought Iron” cannot be truly the representation of
security because in various cases people do not believe in the security that Wrought Iron can give.
They believe that “Wrought Iron” can do just delay the dangerous and becomes more obstructive
for the trespassers. Beauiy and appearance also become vital conditions for the dwellers to make
their decision whether to choose or not to choose the Wrought Iron for the house. There are four
particular groups this research found: 1) Those who both believe in its security and appreciate its
appearance, 2) Those who believe in its security but not appreciate its appearance, 3) Those who
do not believe in its security but appreciate its appearance, and 4) Those who neither believe in its
security nor appreciate its appearance. The second and the third group are those who should be
addressed as the target group of the development of Wrought Iron — the mixture of security device

and decoration element.
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
