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Abstract

This research is a feasibility study for drafting an interdisciplinary M.A.
Program in Applied Linguistics by the Faculty of Hurﬁanities. The program aims to
meet the needs of the couniry as well as that of Faculty of Humanities itself in
preparing individual students in accordance with five governmenf strategies: The
Strategy of Academic Development in order to draft the new program that serves the
need of the target group; The Strategy of Research Development in order to develop
more Thai researchers in academic affairs both locally and internationally; The
Strategy of Community Service in order to advance the proficiency of the English
usage of people in community towards things around them; The Strategy of Personnel
Development in order to cooperate in working and researching between one another
academically; and The Strategy of Student Development in order to support the
students morality. English and Linguistic courses are the core of the program to be
complimented by other courses such as Sociology and Anthropology. Upon
completion of this program, the students will have mastered Applied Linguistics skills
at a proficiency level equivalent to that of Business Administrators or Entrepreneurs.
This will enable them to efficiently apply the knowledge to the academic as weli as
locals. Suggestions have also been made both in the meetings and in written forms, by
experts in this field of study. The drafted program proposal, along with the research
report, has resulted from such recommendations. We hope that the findings of this
research and consensus will be appreciated by the Faculty of Humanities in the

commencement of the intended interdisciplinary M.A. program.
