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Abstract

The purposes of this study are to 1) study concepts about multicultural special education and 2) to
study appropriate multicultural special education model for in-service and pre-service teachers. The target
groups are 24 undergraduate students taking Special Education course in the second semester of 2552 academic
year at Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University and 15 special education teachers in Nan and Payao.
James A. Banks’s model in multicultural education (2007) in 4 aspects are used: the Contribution
Approach ,the Additive Approach,the Transformation Approach, and the Social Action Approach. Research
instruments are the model, special education posttest, special education reflection and special education teacher
reflection. The data are analyzed by percentage, mean and content analysis.

The results are as follows:

1. Multicultural special education concepts cover definition, background, characteristics, education such
as inclusive education, individualized education plan, and assistive technology.
2. Appropriate multicultural special education model for in-service and pre-service teachers
1) Most students taken special education course (100303) are at good level at the percentage of
80.20. The percentage of 12.50 (3 students) are at excellent level, the percentage of 33.33
( 8 students) are at good level, the percentage of 45.80 (11 students) are at average level and the
percentage of 8.33 (2 students) are at poor level. The reflection shows that they have direct
experiences with students with special needs as they take part in classmates, and volunteers.
Therefore they are positive and understand individual differences. Also they can treat students
with special needs in appropriate ways. With the elearning they can access to the information
easily and get more understanding about the students with special needs. They improve their
knowledge in this field and get prepared as pre-service teachers.

2) Professional development project in classroom action research for special education teachers in

inclusive schools shows that the participants are able to do the action research with problem

identification, methodology and reflection according to the cycle of action research.
