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Title: Historical and Art Resource on Suthep Road in Chiang Mai City

ABSTRACT

This research project had 2 main objectives :

1) To systematically trace historical and artisfic trails both sides of Suthep Road in Chiang
Mai City stretching from the Suan Dok Gate to the foot of Suthep Mountain in order to
derive a certain body of knowledge about historical and artistic learning sources on this
particular Road.

2) To disseminate the derived body of knowledge in the forms of research works and
technological media.

It primarily employed the historical approach in combination with the actual learning
process and activities of Chiang Mai University’s Lanna Art students in the 2010 academic
year. Those students directly experienced the research sites, sketched and drew picture of
all visited learning sites.

Discovered trails/sites were found to belong to various historical periods. They were
1) Pre-Chiang Mai Ancient City Period Trails/sites identified and drawn include Suthep

Mountain ; 5 brooks flowing down from the Mountain ; Payom forest , ancient water
reservoirs and remnants of Grand Pa and Grand Ma Demons worshiping.

2) Mengrai Dynasty Period. Identified sites were Suan Dok Gate ; Wiang Suan Dok ; Suan
Dok Temple ; Fai Hin Temple ; and Tapotharam Temple.

3) Deserted/ Abandoned Temples in the Mengrai Dynasty Period. They were Pa Gluay,
Patan Mahaviharn, Sangvet, Pa Oy, Saen Ta Hoy, Si Siad, Pan Sou Temples and those
found in Bhuddha Darbm Garden and Chiang Mai Univers‘ity.

4) Thesaphiban System Period. Sites and trails discovered/identified were farming and
forest areas at the foot of Mount Suthep ; stupas containing relics of former rulers

and members of Northern nobility ; worshiping routes as dictated by ancient beliefs ;




Suan Dok School ; Airplane Ground'; the Queripels’Quarters ; Veruwan Village ; Chootima-

Nimznheminhs® Cemetary ; Phraya Jah Baan Stupa (Konkaew Intawiwat).

5) Post-1932 Period. Identified sites'/trails were the Royal Consort Princess Dararassamee
Corpse Porade Route ; Cherng Doi Wittayakam School ; W.W.II Jépanese Military
Camp ; Highway Bureaun I ; Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital ; and Chiang Mai Medical School.

6) Post-Chiang Mai University Establishment Period. They were Chiang Mai University ; Mea
Taeng Irrigation Canal ; Payom Market; Ancient Houses Museum; Government offices

and Monuments including home of independent artists.

Research report took the form of analytical description accompanied by students’
drawing’s which were exhibited at Faculty of Education’s Building #1 , Chiang Mai University, and
open to the public. Besides, dissemination forms also included vinyl posters, books, e-book and
