Abstract

This research aimed at 1. Developing a learning and teaching activities model
which promotes reflective thinking skill via action research.2.Studying the result of
promoting reflective thinking skill via action research for the students.

The target were 8 students who enrolled and studied in the course 073410:
Teaching and Learning of French during the first semester of 2553/ 2010 academic year
and 1 teacher.The instruments were an action research plan, after- teaching records,
learning records, scale and rubrics for accessing the level of reflective thinking, questions
for evaluating the students’ performance ‘in reflective thinking during the mid-term and
final examination.The quantitative data were analyzed by mean and percentile then
presented in tables and description.The quanlitative data were analyzed, interpreted and
described.

The findings were:

1. The learning and teaching activities model which enhanced the reflective
thinking skill in the course 073410 were creative-productive task in lesson planning,
designing of learning-teaching activities and materials that were suitable for the students’

competence and context. Studying the learning resources outside of the

classroom and group processing in the four study skills; searching, presentation,
discussion and writing through the integration of KWL technique, questioning, and active-
passive activities.

2. As a whole the students developed their reflective thinking in the four
study skills: their reflective thinking competence was raised up from level | fundamental to

level Il intermediate.
